General Waste 
General waste is waste that cannot 
be recycled.  Keep general waste to a 
minimum.

Purple bin  
for  General  
Waste 

 − Do place waste in correct bin
 − Do flatten cardboard and recycle
 − Do use clear bags for recycling

Do Don’t
 − Don’t place waste in areas marked: “Keep Clear”
 − Don’t place waste next to bins
 − Don’t place hot items in bins
 − Don’t use black bags
